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The Department of History has a twofold mission: to introduce students to the breadth and depth 

of human experience through a comparative study of past and contemporary societies and cultures; 

and to develop their ability to conduct research, analyze and assess evidence, and articulate sound 

conclusions both orally and in writing. All our students thus acquire knowledge and skills that help 

them develop as informed, engaged, and thoughtful citizens. The study of history plays a 

distinctive and central role in any strong liberal arts curriculum, particularly in any field that values 

thoughtful analysis of evidence, effective communication skills, and a broad and empathetic 

approach to knowledge. We seek to educate students in the complexities of historical inquiry, to 

develop their critical thinking skills, and to improve their understanding of the world around them. 

We also seek to impart essential workforce skills, such as writing, reading comprehension, and 

communication.

It was a gesture of gratitude to the students who worked hard, in 

times of Covid and online teaching, and ensured that cultural interactions among faculties and 

students specific programs continued unabated.
